Those words were spoken by an 8
year-old Pakistani girl, who instead of attending school,
is forced to work for pennies smuggling food across the
Afganistan border. As I read that quote in Time maga-
zine, 1 thought of the following piece which is thought
provoking. I do not know of the accuracy of all the
numbers, but regardless, it leads us to count our bless-
ings:

If you woke up this morning with more health than
illness, you are more blessed than the million who will
not survive this week.

If you have never experienced the danger of battle,
the loneliness of imprisonment, the agony of torture or
the pangs of starvation, you are ahead of 500 million
people around the world.

If you can attend a church meeting without fear of
harassment, arrest or torture or death, you are more
blessed than almost three billion people in the world.

If you have food in your refrigerator, clothes on
your back, a roof over your head and a place to sleep,
you are richer than 75% of this world.

If you are over thirty and either of your parents is
still alive, you are very rare. Over a billion people are
orphans by then.

If you can hold someone’s hand, hug them or even
touch them on the shoulder, you are blessed because
you can offer God’s healing touch.

If you can read this, you are more blessed than
over two billion people in the world who cannot read
anything at all.

Every Pastoral Prayer I give here at the church
begins with thanksgiving. Indeed, we have much to be
thankful for. And one reason for attending church — is
to give thanks to God. I look forward to seeing you
this Sunday.
