Did you know that the Presbyterian Church was
the first Protestant denomination in the United States to
organize a missions committee at the national level? In
1802 the General Assembly appointed seven members
to a Committee of Missions. As Americans moved
westward in the 180006s,

mittee and the church as a whole.

One of the most
sionaries was Sheldon Jackson who established Presby-
terian Churches in Colorado, New Mexico, Utah, Wyo-
ming, Montana T and Alaska. Sheldon Jackson also
served as Superintendent of Education in Alaska, and a
college there was named for him. Presbyterian mis-
sionary work also included working with Native
Americans and African Americans.
